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THE FYZABAD STORM. By RasRavin-I

On the 21% of September 2005, the village of
Fyzabad experienced a “storm” in which at least
50 houses suffered severe damage. Several
rooftops were blown of, while others were com-
pletely destroyed.

Mr. Patrick Manning, the Prime Minister of Trini-
dad and Tobago showed up on the 24™. The fol-
lowing is part of a comment made by the Prime
Minister, carried in the Trinidad Express newspa-
per on the 25" of September 2005.

“After histour, Manning said what became
more evident to him was the conditions under
which some citizenslive.

| have been talking with Minister (Joan) Yuille-
Williams and the Minister of Social Devel op-
ment (Anthony Roberts) and we are going to
have to, among other things, seek to modify our
housing policy somewhat,” Manning said.

"We will have to target that policy a little more
to deal with certain categories of personswho
live under such conditions. That was very evi-
dent this morning and we will have to address
that.”

What stands out in my mind is that, the govern-
ment’s housing policy has no provisions in place
to accommodate the poor people of Trinidad
AND Fyzabad of all places in the country! Don't
you people remember that it was in Fyzabad that
OIL was first found! Don’t you all remember that
it was in Fyzabad that the Qilfield Trade Unions
were first formed! Have we forgotten that is was
Fyzabad that put Trinidad into the oil producing
country category! While Fyzabad remains with
“certain categories of people” and now that the
oilfields are no longer producing the volume of oil
as before, the roads remain in a terrible state of
disrepair because the “energy sector” has no use
for the abandoned oilfields anymore.
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In a country of 1.3 million people, where the coun-
try’s revenue can adequately support every single
citizen, are you still going to tell me that we still
have “certain categories of people” and “we are
going to seek to modify our housing policy?” Mr.
Prime Minister, as a citizen of Fyzabad and Trini-
dad, | have to ask you, what exactly was your
housing policy before this storm?

Now, let me see if | can understand this whole sce-
nario, you have allocated $850.million dollars to
build a new stadium, do we really need this sta-
dium when we already have 50? Let me reiterate
sports is not arising problem, our problems are:
CRIME — HEALTH CARE- POVERTY- HOUSING-
INFRA STRUCTURE- CORRUPT GOVERNMENT
OFFICIALS- should | go on? And now you tell me
that you have to “seek to modify your housing pol-
icy” come on man, get real. Trinidadians are not
that stupid or are we?

Let me refer you to story carried by the Express on
the 23" of September, 2005.

The heavy rains, strong winds and lightning, which
began at 4.30 p.m. and was over within an hour,
punished the poorest living along Mon Desir
Road, Delhi Road, Siewlal Trace, John Jules
Trace, Latchman Avenue and Montiel Trace.

Did we commit some unforgivable act against god
and humanity?

Scores of homeless storm survivors slept in ham-
mocks and under trees on Wednesday night, with
few in authority aware of the extent of the dam-
age done in Fyzabad.

Where was the National Emergency Management?

At around 10.30 a.m. yesterday, chairman of the
NSHC Krishna Ramkumar and the commission's
CEO, Dr Lionel Douglas and project manager Wal-
dron Louison had begun surveying the damage.

The Daily Express was told that the Fire Ser-
vices is considered the first response unit in a
disaster with the Office of Disaster Prepared-
ness and Management (ODPM) stepping in
at the earliest opportunity.

From 4.30 pm to 10.30 am is 18 hrs. | could fly
from Trinidad to Miami and back 3 times, be-
fore the NEMA responded to a local disaster in
a country that is no bigger than the State of
Rhode Island, USA- the smallest state in the
us.

But only one fire appliance was on the scene
Wednesday night, and firemen reported only
four houses affected.

What time did the storm hit on the 21%? (IT
WAS REPORTED AT 4.30 PM AND WAS
OVER IN AN HOUR) The village Fyzabad
does not even have one fire truck, but we live
in an oilfield area. We have fire service in the
oilfields! The fire service is in Siparia. How far
is Siparia from Fyzabad? SIX MILES Mr.
Prime Minister!, SIX MILES. How long does it
take to get from Siparia to Fyzabad? Ask any
resident, approximately 10-15 minutes.

This situation shows a serious lack of interest
and care for the citizens of Trinidad and ex-
tremely poor management of OUR resources.
These resources belong to the people of Trini-
dad and Tobago. They are NOT YOURS. So
why do we still have people living “below the
poverty line?” ASK YOURSELF THAT.

That year he walked away with hisfirst Calypso Monarch
crown for histwo compositions,” Caribbean Unity" and "Play One".

In 1985 he won the crown again with "Ism Schism" and "Wait Dorothy", and again in 1987 with atribute to stedl-
band entitled "Mr.Pan Maker" and "Bun Dem" which can be seen asthefirst in along line of fire burn songs per-
formed by Rastafarian singersin the Caribbean.

In 1987 he was also awarded the Hummingbird Silver Meda for his contribution to Trinidad and Tobago culture.
In 1991 the usually dread and critical Stalin took a winning turn and waked away with the Calypso Monarch
crown again, with "Look on the Bright Side" and "Black man Feeling to Party. In 1995 he went chutney, with a

After being damaged by these methods, Gods be-
came ACCUSTOMED AND ACCLIMATIZED TO
HELL.

Total control of the plantation has always been
the slave-master’s ambition. It is therefore not
an accident that up to this day, the majority of
slave-descendants still believe that if they pray
hard enough, stamp their feet and clap their
hands hard enough, or chant and beat drums
long enough, the solution to their problems will
arrive on the wings of a miracle. The plantation
owner always knew that as long as the slave
looked to a spook for help the plantation would
remain safe. Therefore in keeping with the
slave-master's plan, kryptonited Gods soon
found themselves living for a day of religious
ecstasy and neglecting the tasks of personal
self-discipline, self-development, and collective
liberation. The passage of time should have
shown us by now that the people whose God-
experience is confined to fleeting moments of
religious ecstasy on holy days always find
themselves on Monday morning back to the
slave-master’s business as usual.

What are the consequences for an African peo-
ple when their psyches are still ruled by such a
God-concept?

And this they will
never do unless they find SELF-DISCIPLINE and
RESIST the pressures that are bound to make them
zombies, plodding endlessly from day to day all their
waking hours, just building the slave-master’s house.

Even though such guides
may try to show the pathway clearly, the people still
have to ultimately look within themselves to fulfill in
like manner "I AM THAT SAME |." (God waiting to
unfold)

Rather than resurrecting THE GOD WITHIN
through self-knowledge, self-discipline, SELF-
RULE, self-development, and group-
consciousness, the opposite is now the case on
Hell Plantation. The people have become more and
more enmeshed and entrapped by the Kryptonite
of undisciplined livity. Without proper knowledge of
the nature of The deceiving Beast who has pulled
God from off his throne, one would think that with
so many churches on virtually every street corner,
that the people would be less drugged and less ad-
dicted to depravity. However, those who RE-
SISTED and diligently sought TIME TO REFLECT
have always told us that The Beast is a two-faced
and two-tongued entity. While one face mystifies
the whole concept of God by promoting an external
magic-man myth that diminishes the people’s con-
sciousness of their own God-potential, the other
face unceasingly promotes the Kryptonite of lust,
materialism, vulgarity, whoredoms, and homosexu-
ality.
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All of this is the underlying drama that has unfolded
since Gods were dethroned and cast down to the bot-
tomless pit of slavery and Colonialism. Wherever
these former Gods are scattered today, one will find
many of them desperately seeking some form of reli-
gious or carnal ecstasy. It is a reflection of a deep
need to ESCAPE, but the eyes are blindfolded and
God’s brain is suffering from concussion.

TATION.

When a people have fallen from their God-
status, they become very confused and are
guided solely by myths, passions, and emotions.
The key relationship between man and woman
that sets the tone for the health of the nation be-
comes extremely difficult to maintain, because
they are usually motivated solely by the desire to
satisfy passion and emotion but never by a con-
scious desire to resurrect God again. As a conse-
guence of this, many find themselves being buf-
feted from day to day by the murderous conflicts
that emerge from deep down in their lust-
controlled loins, or by the revulsion that naturally
occurs when two confused souls have to deal
with each other up close.
